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“AFTERdark” Performs at UNC-CH & NCSU

“AFTERdark”, a one-man drama, featuring Joe White, preceded in concert by Derek Webb of Caedmon’s Call, will perform on Wednesday, November 13, at 8:00pm in Carmichael Auditorium at UNC – Chapel Hill and on Thursday, November 14, at 8:00pm at the Paul Derr Track Stadium at North Carolina State University.

RALEIGH, NC, November 13, 2002 -  “What are you doing after dark?” is the stark question repeated on posters and ads across the UNC and NCSU campuses over the past few weeks.  The intense one-man drama AFTERdark answers the question in surprising ways on Wednesday night at UNC – Chapel Hill and Thursday night at NC State.

AFTERdark features Joe White, a former Branson, MO businessman.  The one-man drama, on national tour, has become an underground hit on scores of campuses.  Last night, at Miami University in Oxford, Ohio, more than 13,000 students crowded the coliseum to view the drama.  “It’ll be the biggest thing to happen in Carmichael since Michael Jordan played basketball there,” says UNC Senior Warren Perry.

“In a time of sniper attacks, corporate scandal and terrorist threats, college students, like other Americans, are asking themselves, ‘Is anyone safe anymore?’ and ‘What’s my place in the world?’  AFTERdark speaks to the heart of everyone,” observes Mike Mehaffie, Director of the NC State chapter of Campus Crusade for Christ, one of the many co-sponsors of the event.

The one-man drama, AFTERdark, is presented from the standpoint of a bystander to one of history’s great dramas, much like many of us as we watch the crisis of our age.  Joe White portrays a Roman cross-builder who fashions the cross that Jesus will be crucified on.

AFTERdark opens with a concert by Derek Webb.  Webb is best known as the lead singer and hit songwriter for the past 10 years with the folk-rock group Caedmon’s Call.  His first single album, “She Must and Shall Go Free” will be released early in 2003.

The presentations at UNC-CH and NCSU are sponsored by a coalition of Christian student groups including Campus Crusade for Christ, Intervarsity Christian Fellowship, the Baptist Student Union, FCA, and AIA.
