250 UNC students plan to attend the Greensboro Christmas Conference at the Koury Convention Center and Sheraton Greensboro Hotel from December 27, 2004 –January 1, 2005.

CHAPEL HILL, NC, December 1, 2004—250 UNC Chapel Hill students are planning to attend the Greensboro Christmas Conference from December 27 to January 1.  The Conference is expected to attract more than 1600 college students and staff from 95 universities in North and South Carolina, Kentucky, Tennessee and West Virginia.  

One of ten regional conferences held throughout the United States, Campus Crusade for Christ sponsors the Greensboro Christmas Conference.  The 2004 Conference theme is “Encounter!”

In addition to the multi-media and live-music filled general sessions, the 5-day conference breaks out into numerous smaller seminars with topics ranging from Sex and Relationships to Eating Disorders to Money Management.
