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DARRELL SCOTT TO SPEAK AT REYNOLDS COLISEUM ON FEB 5

Father of slain Columbine High School student Rachel Scott connects with audiences across post 911 America.

RALEIGH, NC, Jan. 31, 2002 -  Darrell Scott, father of murdered Columbine High School student Rachel Scott, will speak Tuesday, February 5, at 9:30pm at Reynolds Coliseum at North Carolina State University.

In the aftermath of Columbine, Scott testified before the House Judiciary Committee.  He has appeared on Live Larry King, The Today Show and been the subject of numerous other television, radio and print media interviews.

Mike Mehaffie, Director of the NC State University chapter of Campus Crusade for Christ, sponsor of Scott’s visit to Raleigh, states, “The lives of today’s students have been marked by 2 terrible events.  First, they had the April 20, 1999 massacre at Columbine High School.  Then, they experienced the September 11 terrorist attacks.  Students identify with Darrell Scott as he speaks clearly and directly of how he has dealt with and is dealing with incredible personal tragedy.”

Scott, co-author of 2 books – Rachel’s Tears: The Spiritual Journey of Columbine Martyr Rachel Scott and Chain Reaction: A Call to Compassionate Revolution, says, 

“Rachel’s Tears came out on the first anniversary of the Columbine tragedy and was mostly a spiritual biography of Rachel.  The book, which was written by me and her mother, talked about our reactions to Rachel’s death as well as Rachel’s deep spiritual values, which were based on her unshakeable faith in God.

Chain Reaction… instead of focusing on Rachel… deals with her ideas on topics like compassion, kindness, love and forgiveness, and how to apply them in our lives.”

Scott’s message, made even more poignant since 911, is aimed directly at youth – he challenges them to think about their own lives, and what kind of chain reaction they can create.  “You can try to set in motion either a positive revolution or a negative one; a life-giving revolution or a life-destroying one,” he says.

Scott’s February 5 lecture “The Other Side of an American Tragedy” is sponsored by Campus Crusade for Christ.  Campus Crusade, founded in 1951, is now the largest evangelical organization in the US according to USA Today  and is active in more than 191 countries.
