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NEW GRADUATE COMMUNITY GROUPS FORM AT UGA & GA TECH 

Grad Resources combines on-line viral marketing and personal invitations from university faculty to help new graduate students feel at home.  The University of Georgia and Georgia Tech are the first colleges in America to connect on-line “viral marketing” with receptions welcoming new graduate students on August 25 and 26.

DALLAS, TX, August 22, 2005 – An often neglected group is hidden among the millions of new students beginning their college careers in the next few weeks.  They are graduate students.  Grad students make up over 2 million of the 17 million college students in America.

“The quest for scholastic success dictates nearly everything in their life: their leisure endeavors, emotional state of being, nature of their relationships, openness to religious beliefs, and acceptance of fundamental values,” writes George Barna of the Barna Research Group. 

One discovery of the Barna poll, commissioned by Grad Resources, was “that grad students are more anxiety-ridden than most segments we have tested.”  Barna observes, “The unwavering goal of educational success has its costs as grad students found they were lacking in many levels of their relationships. Because of their narrow focus, fulfillment in their relationships was lacking.”

Grad Resources helps grad students with the unique challenges facing them.  Grad Resources is a faith-based service organization headquartered in Dallas, Texas.

Professors at the University of Georgia and Georgia Tech are inviting graduate students to receptions where they can meet other grad students and faculty socially.  New grad students will hear about Christian Grad Community Groups being formed to help grad students find balance amidst the stresses of their academic careers.

An animated on-line marketing message “Just a Grad Student”, similar to JibJab’s popular “This Land” seen by 80 million viewers last year, invites grad students to the faculty hosted receptions.  “We want to get the word out to as many grads as possible that there is a support network available for them,” says Nick Repak, National Director of Grad Resources.

Grad Resources, a division of Campus Crusade for Christ, was founded in Dallas in 1990 and is active on more than 30 campuses around the country.  Nick Repak is also the founder of the National Grad Crisis-Line, now under KBHC (www.GradHelp.org).
