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JoePix to Visit Commonwealth Stadium Before Saturday’s Game

UK joins Mardi Gras, Macy’s Thanksgiving Day Parade, the Rose Bowl Parade and other colleges across America to be visited by the unique Internet photo venture, JoePix.

LEXINGTON, KY, Oct. 16, 2003 – JoePix will be taking photos of students and other fans before the 7pm kickoff at the Kentucky-Ohio game this Saturday, October 18.  Taken with digital cameras, the photos will be available for free on the Internet after the game.

JoePix is the brainchild of Michael Tremain, a former Disney “Imagineer” and Hard Rock Café marketing executive.  Working together with Davies Owens of Blue Sky Ministries, JoePix premiered at Spring Break in Panama City Beach this past March.

Student volunteers armed with $500 digital cameras attend large events taking pictures of people in the crowd.  They give the subjects cards with a code allowing them to log on to the web site – www.JoePix.com - to see their photo.  When they access the picture, they jump to a site custom-designed for events like Saturday’s football game, where the photo was taken.

This is no bait-and-switch web site.  People get just what they expect – their photo.  They’re also invited to check out links to “The Big Picture” or email the photo to friends.

More than 50,000 people earlier this year had their picture taken at events including Spring Break and Washington’s 4th of July celebrations.  Commercial marketers, ecstatic with a 5% response rate, would drool at the 65% rate that JoePix typically collects.  Volunteers took 1,547 photos of at least 6,188 people in 5 ½ hours before the recent Nebraska vs. Penn State game.  After just 1 week, 49% of the photos have been retrieved with 2,035 unique individuals from Nebraska visiting the site.

Links at JoePix invite visitors to “explore the Big Picture of life” where they can address common questions regarding life, faith and God.  Visitors can even view brief biographies of JoePix student volunteer photographers and trade email messages with their photographers.

JoePix’s visit to Commonwealth Stadium is sponsored by the UK chapter of Campus Crusade for Christ, the largest evangelical organization in America according to USA Today.  

Nate Jones, UK Director of Campus Crusade, says, “JoePix gives our students a great chance to meet lots of other students in a fun way.  We hope that after the game, those photographed will enjoy their free photo and check out The Big Picture.”  JoePix creator Michael Tremain adds, “We’re turning (the student volunteer photographer) into the most popular person at the party, because everyone likes to have their picture taken.”
