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FAQ’s

What is Pornography?

Anything you can see, read or hear that’s designed to cause sexual arousal, including advertising, magazines, books, movies, music, websites, etc.

What’s the scope or range of pornography?

Pornography is a $57B a year global business.  With $12B in annual revenue, the USA is the world’s leading producer and consumer of pornography.  That’s larger than the combined revenues of all professional baseball, football and basketball teams combined.

So, what’s the problem with pornography?

Porn says that love, sex and intimacy are all the same thing.  Repeated exposure to porn desensitizes and conditions the consumer to view another individual as less than human.  A person is viewed as merely a collection of body parts or even animals like bunnies, pigs, or dogs (bitches and studs) to be used and discarded when finished.

Porn is not made to educate, but to sell.  Porn will tell whatever lies attract and hold an audience.  The deeper the consumer goes, the more toxic the messages become: sex has no consequences; illegal sex is fun; little kids should have sex; and so forth.

Internet porn or “cyber sex” is the “crack cocaine” of sexual addiction due to its AAA properties: Accessibility, Affordability, and Anonymity – along with its progressively toxic content. 6-8% of US adults (18-22M) are sexually addicted.  Women are the fastest growing group of sex addicts (chat rooms, IM, images).

Why are you concerned about college students?


The Wall Street Journal reports that, on college campuses, “Porn is the norm.” Students are the prime target of today’s hypersexual media.  Students, conditioned by pornography, are unable to develop or maintain relationships with other people who don’t perform on demand as in pornography.

What do you hope to accomplish with this program?


I want to educate students and adults on the impact that pornography is having on them and the people around them.  My own personal story becomes a warning that casual consumption of pornography in college can become a path to sexual addiction that destroys one’s marriage, family and career.


The real issue is not pornography or sex.  It’s the underlying lack of emotional intimacy and connection.  My desire is to offer hope for forgiveness and healing to those who are struggling.  I want to help students experience true connection with God and others in honest, fulfilling relationships while meeting the deepest needs of their hearts.
