Talking Points

(These are the talking points that Michael Leahy uses in media interviews.

They may also be used by the local Media Liaison when talking with the media.  

Care should be taken to not widely disseminate them prior to the event.

This is just an outline mixed into a conversation or interview.)

1.
What is pornography?  

Dictionary defines pornography as anything you can see, read or hear that’s designed to cause sexual arousal, including advertising, magazines, books, movies, music, websites, etc.

In other words, it’s a lot more than just triple x websites and shrink- wrapped videos.  Our language, behavior and clothing could be termed pornographic.

2.
The real issue in pornography is not the porn.  It’s not sex.  

The real issue is “What are the underlying needs that drive the attraction of porn?”  The real issue is the human need for love and acceptance that we all have.  Porn is just a mirage that promises instant acceptance and gratification.

The danger is that real people don’t naturally relate like the mirage.  Porn conditions us to view others as simply a collection of body parts without emotions and personalities.  Porn becomes a barrier to real relationships.

There is a strong connection between sexuality and spirituality that most people don’t realize.  They both involve the essence of our beings at the soul and heart level.

I address this connection in the second part of my presentation when I discuss the how a person’s sense of acceptance by God affects their whole being including their sexuality.
