Gene McConnell, a recovered sex addict, will speak about how pornography and sexual addiction impacted his life, family and career.  Kimberly Drake, a former exotic dancer and model, will discuss images of beauty and sexuality in American society.  Together, they have already spoken to more than 50,000 students across the country about the influence of pornography in our lives today.

“People are often unaware of their longing to experience relationships through healthy connection. Those that are aware of their hunger often don't know how to find or create it,” says McConnell.  “Today's young people are being lured into making poor choices that lead to addictive and destructive lifestyles.”
McConnell, founder and president of Authentic Relationships International, is respected nationally as an expert on the issues of pornography, sexual addiction and abuse. He has developed highly successful programs addressing these issues, which he has used to lead accountability and shame reduction support groups for the last 14 years.  McConnell uses his experiences when training therapists, hospital workers, pastors and law enforcement officers on sexual addiction and recovery.
