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PR/Media Relations Glossary

The Public Relations Society of America defines public relations as:

"Public relations helps an organization and its publics adapt mutually to each other." 
In this definition, the essential functions of research, planning, communications dialogue and evaluation are implied. Key words are "organization" rather than the limiting implication of "company" or "business", and "publics" which recognizes that all organizations have multiple publics from which they must earn consent and support

If you don’t have time to think about the philosophical implications of that definition, try:

1. The art or science of establishing and promoting a favorable relationship with the public.

2. The methods and activities employed to establish and promote a favorable relationship with the public.

3. The degree of success obtained in achieving a favorable relationship with the public
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Within Campus Crusade for Christ, communications is the label given to what might otherwise be called public relations as we seek to communicate or relate with donors, staff, students, leaders, Greeks, athletes, administrators, churches and other audiences or “publics”.

media relations

1. The art or science of establishing and promoting a favorable relationship with the news (and entertainment) media in order to gain access to the media’s audiences.

2. The methods and activities used to establish and promote a favorable relationship with the media.

3. The degree of success obtained in achieving a favorable relationship with the news media and the resulting media coverage reaching the audiences with news of your activities, identity and message.
